Conservation projects 
Practical projects offering a choice of conservation work for all. Learn about wildlife and techniques for restoring and creating habitats. We also aim to improve paths and views. 
Sunday projects at Fryent Country Park commence with a briefing at 10am. Volunteers often arrive about 0945 to help move tools to the base for that project. If you arrive after 10am look for and follow the yellow ‘A’ markers to the project site (or walk in increasing concentric circles from the meeting point and find the signs or the project). Tea and coffee are provided. Projects finish at 12.30pm.
	Sunday 7 September

	Lower Hydes and Preston Eastfield. Lower Hydes Pond, enhancing two dips in the meadow, glades in the scrub, hedge and a wildlife embankment. Mower if dry. Meet at Broadview, near to the junction with Fryent Way NW9. (Meeting point 10).

	Sunday 14 September
	Barn Hill Fishpond and surrounds. A chance to work on edge areas of the Fishpond while water levels are low; and on the habitats around. Mower if dry. Meet at the turn on Barn Hill (road) near to 81 Barn Hill (meeting point 7).

	Sunday 21 September

	Robert Southwell Pond. Opening the north-east of the pond to sunlight and to encourage pond plants. Mower if dry. Meet at Bush Farm (meeting point 3).  

	Sunday 28 September

	Great Cowlays and Beane Hill paths. Woodland paths. Mower if dry. Meet at the entrance between 199-219 Salmon Street, opposite Mallard Way, NW9 (meeting point 4).      

	Sunday 5 October
	Richards and Honey Slough Ponds. The ponds and hedgerow habitats. Meet at Fryent Way Car Park (meeting point 13).                          

	Sunday 12 October
	Clump Pond and Bardonhill Ponds. Revealing more of and enhancing these two small ponds. Mower if dry. Meet at the side road at the junction of Beverley Gardens with Uxendon Hill. (Meeting point 8).  

	Sunday 19 October

	Warrens Pond to Goldringe. Creating the lower Warrens pondlet, enhancing Meade meadow and the seat view at Goldringe. Meet at Fryent Way Car Park (meeting point 13).

	Sunday 26 October
	Masons Field to Half Yardes Meade. Hedgerows, paths and orchards. Mower if dry. Meet at the Larkspur Close entrance to the Country Park. (Meeting point 2).

	Sunday 2 November
	Summers Croft. Focusing on the lower paths and those near to the edges of this woodland. Mower if dry. Meet at the turn on Barn Hill (road) near to 81 Barn Hill (meeting point 7).

	Sunday 9 November
	Bush Farm Orchard. Hedgelaying, pruning and paths. Mower if dry. Meet at Bush Farm (meeting point 3).  

	Sunday 16 November
	Little Cowlays. Laying woodland edges to the section 2 path, scalloping and The Pightle Orchard. Mower if dry. Meet at the entrance between 199-219 Salmon Street, opposite Mallard Way, NW9 (meeting point 4).  

	Sunday 23 November
	Woodland glades and Capital Ring path. Mower if dry. Meet at the side road at the junction of Beverley Gardens with Uxendon Hill. (Meeting point 8).  

	Sunday 30 November
	Lower Hydes Woodland, Hedge 7 ponds and surrounds and hedges. Mower if dry. Meet at Broadview, near to the junction with Fryent Way NW9. (Meeting point 10).                               

	Sunday 7 December
	Gotfords Pond to Pages and Hedge 24. Scalloping and enhancing the surrounds of the pond. Meet at the entrance to the Country Park by 109-111 Valley Drive (meeting point 1).

	Sunday 14 December
	Saltcroft Glade and scrub habitats. Meet at Fryent Way Car Park (meeting point 13).
